Mrs Wolff shared her
experience of being ripped from her mother whilst in
hiding and how she spent 9 months in a concentration
camp sorting house. Students were told how her father
had died in one of these camps at the hands of Hitler's
anti-Semitic regime and how Dorit was one of the
fortunate escapees who was smuggled from the sorting
house through a laundry basket. Mrs Wolff emphasised
the importance of forgiveness, equality and
understanding and stayed for questions from our
students. We look forward to welcoming Mrs Wolff to

King's again to share her story next year.
